10. DEPOSIT: Employer shall pay Musician a deposit in the amount of $

 as a good faith nonrefundable deposit no later than one (1) week after receipt of this contract in order to secure booking engagements. Payment should be made in the form of cash in US Dollars, cashier’s check, or money order made payable to 




11. PAYMENT OF BALANCE OF $



 is to be made in US Dollars NO LATER THAN ONE HOUR BEFORE THE PERFORMANCE. Payment form may be a check payable to 



  drawn from a U.S. bank account. Employer shall not offset any expenses or taxes of any type against the Fee. Any and all overages must be paid in the form of US Dollars Cash.

12. CANCELLATION:  If full payment is not made by the time immediately prior to the Musician’s time of performance, the performance may be cancelled by the Musicians, and the Employer may not seek any damages. Cancellation may be made by the Employer before two days prior to the time of the performance, in which case Employer’s deposit is nonrefundable, but Employer will not have to pay the balance of the Fee. If Employer cancels the show less than two (2) days prior to the time of performance, then Employer must pay the entire fee. 

13. FORCE MAJEURE: In the event the performance cannot reasonably be put on because of unpredictable occurrences, such as an act of nature, government, or illness/disability of the Musicians, the deposit is nonrefundable, and the parties may negotiate a substitute performance on the same terms as this Agreement. In the event the date is re-negotiated, the balance due on the agreement will become due according to the new performance date.

14. VENUE CONDITIONS: Employer shall provide a flat level area and access to an electrical outlet for Musicians to set up band equipment. Musicians shall provide all sound system and lighting equipment for the performance.

15. FOOD AND DRINK: The Employer will make food and drink available to the Musicians.

16. PARKING: The Employer will secure sufficient parking for the Musician’s vehicle within a convenient distance to the Venue for a minimum period of 2 hours prior to the performance and lasting until 1 hour after the performance.

17. INDEMNIFICATION: Employer indemnifies and holds the Musicians harmless for any claims of property damage of bodily injury caused by attendees of the performance.

18. ARBITRATION: All claims or disputes by either party from or under this Agreement will be submitted to arbitration. Parties will pay their own arbitration costs. 

19. COMPLETE AGREEMENT: This contract represents the sole, complete, and binding agreement between the parties.

20. SEVERABILITY: If any portion of this Agreement is in conflict with any applicable law, such portion will become inoperative, but all other portions will remain in force. 

21. INTERPRETATION: Agreement will be interpreted according to the laws of California.

The below-signed Musicians representative warrants that he has authority to sign this agreement for the Musicians in its entirety. The below signed Employer warrants that s/he has authority to bind the Employer and Venue.
